BOARD AND ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING MINUTES

Present: Charlotte Basset Zimmerman, Rinaldo Campana,  Doug Colvard, Dick Coogan, Betty Grimes, Catherine Hollan, Benjamin Leung, Hugh Neighbour, Scott Schlegel, Linda Somogyi,  and Paul Wieland.  Absent: Jane Edmondson, Jack Kalish, and  Jane Kalish. 

President Paul Wieland called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm at Spring Hill Elementary School. 

Minutes of the March meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report of April activity and year to date income and expense was distributed and was accepted. 

Falstaff Park: Betty reported the bulletin board is in now; she will monitor notices.

New bus stop & Metro bus route 24T: When the current review of all bus routes is completed for the rail through Tysons in 2014, our specific requests for changes to the 24T route will be considered.

Blocked sidewalk situation at Falstaff and (E) Lewinsville Roads: the trees have been chopped  down from the sidewalk.

Wall situation at 1319 Macbeth Street: the county engineer viewed the area yesterday.

Newsletter: There have been many good comments on the newsletter. Some thought it was getting too long and should be more concise. The printer used thicker paper this year.

Lear/Snow Meadow Update: the odor is now gone; sewage system was installed . There is still a trash problem.  When 495 is expanded,  2 to 3 of the 11 houses may be taken.

Helicopter noise: A noise abatement report is being prepared.  The Hamlet does not have a representative yet, but MCA has input.

Landscape Committee:  Paul commented that the entranceways look nice.

Fairfax County Federation of Citizens Associations: Scott reported  that Fairfax County Executive Tony Griffin was the guest speaker. The county budget does not initiate or expand  many programs; there are 156 new positions of which 9 are workload related and the rest are for public safety or in support of new facilities. The highest priority is education, then public safety and gang prevention, affordable housing, the environment, transportation, and revenue diversification. Third quarter review has found some funds that will be used to fully fund the rainy day fund (the revenue stabilization fund).

Lewinsville Coalition : Paul reported for Jane that on April 18 LC testified against the McLean Bible Church zoning change to allow college classes. Winchester Homes is now proposing 19 houses on the 8-acre tract; all the rest of that area are 1-acre lots.

Transportation, Trails, & Tysons Corner Study Group: Wade says there is nothing to report.

Architectural Control:  A house in the 8000 block of Falstaff is expanding  with a three-car garage.  The smashed curb at 8101 Falstaff will be repaired by VDOT in late July or August; it is not considered a safety issue.

Website: Linda reported she is having trouble getting into the new site.

Membership: Betty received one dues check.

Safety: Dick had nothing to report.

The general membership meeting convened at 7:30 pm. Paul introduced all the board members. A vote was held and Doug Colvard and Jack Kalish were elected for three-year positions on the board. Jennifer Bainbridge spoke a few words to introduce herself as a candidate for the McLean Community Center Governing Board; voting continues through May 17. Marsha McAllister, Manager for Virginia Department of Rail and Public Transportation, presented the plans for the Dulles Corridor Metro Rail Project and took many questions afterward. Joan DuBois, Drainsville Supervisor, spoke to the group on priorities and concerns of her office.
